
On August 16th the Cities of Love-

land and Fort Collins, in conjunc-

tion with Allegiant Airlines, an-

nounced the addition of scheduled 

service between Phoenix-Mesa Ari-

zona, Gateway Airport, and the Fort 

Collins-Loveland  Airport. The new 

flights operate on Monday and Fri-

days and began October 8th.  These 

low-cost flights will bring addition-

al travel convenience for the citi-

zens of Northern Colorado, South-

ern Wyoming, and Southwest Ne-

braska bound for the Phoenix area. 

F A A  A N D  S T A T E - F U N D E D  C O N S T R U C T I O N  PR O J E C T S  

After months of uncertainty relative to funding for the 2010 construction season, several anticipated construction pro-

jects got under way in mid-September and have just recently been completed.  These projects include the widening of 

Taxiway C, taxiway lighting improvements, and taxiway paint striping, all funded with 2010 FAA entitlement funds.  In 

addition, paving of T-hangar taxiways 3 and 5 was completed with funding from the State of Colorado Aeronautics Di-

vision coupled with airport monies.  This completes the T-hangar area pavement rehabilitation which began in 2007.  

Six thousand linear feet of perimeter fencing was also installed along the southeast portion of the airportôs property, uti-

lizing Passenger Facility Charge fees collected from Allegiant tickets at the Fort Collins-Loveland Airport.
